Hailed as one of the 10 Best Films of 2008 by the Jerusalem Post, Killing Kasztner depicts the political trial and assassination of Rezso Kasztner, a Hungarian Jew who tried to rescue the last million Jews of Europe by negotiating face to face with Nazi leader Adolf Eichmann.
